Engage with the question of’ what do the baptismal promises mean is it difficult to keep the baptismal promises?’

· Story time: you or other family members read a story to your child, this includes children in all Key Stage 2 year groups.
· Ensure your child is reading with or to an adult regularly.  This is important even if your child is a fluent reader as it supports pronunciation and understanding. It also provides the opportunity to support discussion, prediction, hypothesis.
· Offer support with homework (Times Tables, Spellings, Maths).  Sites such as Khan Academy are very useful to help parents and their child with explanations and how to work through Maths problems. Topmarks is also a fantastic and free website that offers lots of engaging mathematic games for the children to play. 
BBC Bitesize has lots of support for parents to help children of all age groups. 
Encourage children to use Doodle Learning regularly at home (5-10 minutes every day).
Reminders:
