How you can help at home?
· Story time: you or other family members read a story to your child, this includes children in all key Stage 1&2 year groups.

· Offer support with homework (X Tables, Spellings, Maths).  Sites such as Khan Academy are very useful to help parents and their child with explanations and how to work through Maths problems.
