Class organisation

What do children need to bring every day?

Home Learning: 
Reading: At this age, children should still be reading aloud to an adult regularly. Children may start to read to themselves more often, but they still need to read to an adult.  We continue to celebrate when children have read to an adult at home with house points.  Children on phonics books will need to keep the book for 3 days to 1. Read it, 2. Practice fluency, 3. Check understanding with comprehension questions.
