 Our school day in Year 4 begins at 9am and ends at 3.25pm

 
What will the children need in school?
[bookmark: _GoBack]Everyday each child should bring to school a small bag containing their reading diary and reading book. Each child should bring in a water bottle for breaks and P.E. Children have their own cup for drinking during lesson time.
 
Timetable:
In term 1, PE is on a Monday and Wednesdays. Please ensure your child comes to school wearing their PE kit on P.E. days. 
Swimming is in Term 4 and 5. Your child will need a costume and towel that day. Goggles are optional.
 
 
Home Learning:
There will be a weekly spelling test with the spellings posted on Google classroom the week before. Children are also expected to practise Times Tables a minimum of three times a week. 

Reading
Reading diaries will be checked and signed every day and books changed once they have been completed. Please ensure your child reads to an adult every day at home and that the reading diary is signed.

Reading Assessments
Reading levels are assessed using termly comprehension papers as well as our 1-1 Benchmarking system. Children need to be fluent and with secure comprehension skills at their current level before moving to the next level.   

Multiplication Times Table Check
The Multiplication times Tables Check (MTC) was made a statutory requirement in 2020.  The checks consist of 25 questions. The questions will only be multiplication and they will go up to 12×12.  
The questions are relatively simple, age appropriate and the length of the check, which is carried out on a chrome book, is no more than 2 and a half minutes. 
They will be done within a three-week-long window starting 8th June.
A lot of the rich, interesting maths is   impossible to fully grasp without fluent recall of the tables. For that reason, learning the tables is fundamental.
