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Dear Parents/Carers, 

Welcome to Year 6!  It has been lovely to welcome the children back into school after the summer break.

During their final year, Year 6’s are given more responsibilities and higher expectations in terms of behaviour and attitude as they are seen as role models to the rest of the school. They will have important jobs to help support other children around the school. This helps to develop skills and resilience in preparation for the transition to secondary school.

Here are a few things you might like to know about our year group:
 
What will the children need in school?
Everyday children should bring to school a small bag containing their reading diary and reading book. Reading diaries will be checked and signed every day by an adult in school. 

Each child should bring in a water bottle every day (containing water ONLY).

Children will be provided with a pencil case with the correct equipment, so do not need to bring their own. 

PE:
Please ensure your child comes to school wearing their PE kit on Tuesday and Wednesday.  The attached Uniform and Equipment Guidance provides more information.
  
Daily reading:
We aim to read individually with the children as much as possible through the week.
 
Children are given the opportunity to visit the library once a week. 

Books are changed whenever your child has finished the one they are reading. In Year 6, children are expected to manage this independently. 

Maths:
Daily ten is a useful website we use in class that help children with their mental maths and practising the four operations. Children are also expected to know their times tables, so please support children in this as much as possible - it will make their SATs seem much easier and prepare them for the challenges of secondary school Maths!

Home Learning
Reading:
There is an expectation that children read regularly, ideally most days.  Reading aloud helps develop pronunciation and intonation in addition to helping with grammar, punctuation and fluency. We ask that you encourage your child to record a comment in their reading diary or scribe this for them. Please initial each recorded read and support your child’s reading by discussing what they have read and encouraging them to voice their opinions.

Children may also be expected to complete other tasks during the school year, all of which will be set via the Google Classroom. Please ensure you access this regularly to ensure you are up to date on any home learning that has been set. 

Mobile Phones:

Medication: 
All medication must be given to Miss Campbell or the class teacher.  If your child needs an inhaler or an Epipen, they should have an up to date prescription for use in school clearly marked with your child’s name.   Medication will be kept safe in the classroom.
